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  I‟m about to do some 
marriage counseling for a 
young couple planning a 
wedding in the Spring and 
I‟m glad I have a manual!  
Oh, it‟s not a matter of 
inexperience, rather it‟s that 
apart from the truth of the 
scriptures which we‟ll share, 
much of the „good advice‟ I 
can offer them is born out of 
my „blow-its‟ – and my wife agrees 
don‟t you, Honey! (Stop nodding so 
hard, you‟ll hurt your neck.)  You 
see, my ability to perceive the state 
of my better half is not all that 
reliable.   
   And my son isnôt doing much 
better it seems.  I recently wanted to 
take a picture of him in order to do a 
piece of artwork, but I didnôt tell him 
immediately who I wanted him to 
model.  Later when I arrived at his 
home to take the picture, he said 
heôd figured I was going to draw him 
as Samson but his wife suggested 
that it was probably going to be 
Balaamôs ass!  Ha! 
   Perception has been a problem in 
my family for a long timeé 
 
   In fact, it started about 6000 years 
ago or so with my ancestors Adam 
and Eve.  Hereôs the story: They 
really had some nice digs ï ideal in 
fact ï and they were into gardening.  
Spiritually, they were really close to 
the Lord and their daily devotions 
were awesome.  However, the Lord 
had told them not to eat of this one 
tree in the garden and said that if 
they did, theyôd die.  Now, one day,  
they were hanging out close to this 
very same tree (and donôt ask me 

why) and up comes this crafty 
serpent.  Well, he starts a 
conversation with Eve and she tells 
him about the deadly tree, buté 
 
   “Then the serpent said to the 
woman, “You will not surely die.  For 
God knows that in the day you eat 
of it your eyes will be opened and 
you will be like God, knowing good 
and evil.”  So when the woman saw 
that the tree was good for food, that 
it was pleasant to the eyes, and a 
tree desirable to make one wise, 
she took of its fruit and ate.  She 
also gave to her husband and with 
her, and he ate.  Then the eyes of 
both of them were opened and they 
knew that they were naked, and 
they sewed fig leaves together and 
made themselves coverings.  And 
they heard the sound of the LORD 
God walking in the garden in the 
cool of the day, and Adam and his 
wife hid themselves from the 
presence of the LORD God among 
the trees of the garden.  Then the 
LORD God called to Adam and said 
to him, “Where are you?”  So he 
said “I heard Your voice in the 
garden, and I was afraid because I 
was naked, and I hid myself.” (Gen 
3:4-10) 

   So hereôs the deal ï what 
changed there in the garden of 
Eden was Adam and Eveôs 
perception.  The Hebrew word for 
ñknowò in the passage above is 
ñyadaò (as in yadeh-yadeh-yada) 
which literally means to ascertain by 
seeing.  That is, to perceive.  And it 
is correctly translated as ñperceiveò 
much of the time in scripture.  Now, 
up until this time, they had only 
perceived good but their sin brought 
in the perception of evil.  The 
Hebrew word for ñevilò is ñraò and 
literally means to óspoil by 
shattering.ô 
   But evil was already there before 
they had this new viewpoint; they 
simply could not perceive it.  Hereôs 
the kicker though ï sin, like a 
computer virus, infected their new 
perceivers.  What happened is that 
man now indeed perceived both 
good and evil, but having the new 
mental file labeled ñevilò as well as 
ñgoodò was the only thing that made 
him more like God.  You see, what 
goes into the files is a totally 
different matter.  We can assume 
that man gained the ability to 
distinguish good and evil accurately, 
but that is NOT at all the case.  For 
sin not only created the new ófileô 
called evil, but it also began spoiling 
or shattering manôs perception of 
what was truly good as well. 
   Earlier in the Genesis story, we 
see that manôs natural tendency is 
to label everything ï fundamentally, 
this means that he trusts his 
perception or judgment.  To 
distinguish, to discern and then to 
declare what something or who 
someone is ï this is what God did 
as we read the story of creation and 
this is what He had Adam do with all 

the animals and with his mate.  Like 
baby steps into life ï manôs 
perceiving was the ócreatureôsô 
limited copying of the Creatorôs 
knowledge.  God doesnôt óperceiveô 
like man ï He knows.   
   But man perceives. 
 
   And his enemy, Satan, knew that 
if manôs perceiver was 
malfunctioning, then the whole unit 
would be doomed.   
   Imagine this, what if you had a TV 
set that had a secret software 
component that changed everything 
you saw on it from what was really 
being broadcast?  How about if it 
believably changed everyoneôs 
appearance and everyoneôs words 
and actions?  Now, imagine that this 
faulty receiver is your only window 
on the world.  In essence, this is 
what happened to man in the 
garden. 
   And three perceptions are 
mentioned as changing as a result: 
   -  manôs perception of himself 
   -  manôs perception of God 
   -  manôs perception of paradise  

   and his home 
   First, referring back to the 
scripture passage above, manôs 
immediate impression of himself 
with this new perceiver was shame.  
That which was created and 
declared by God to be good now 
needed to be covered up.  Man 
ceased to agree with God ï their 
physical condition of nakedness had 
not changed but their perception of 
it had.   
   Indeed, ever since, man‟s 
coverings (of all sorts) have served 
his desire to hide his shame.  
Fundamentally, deep within his 
heart, man is ashamed and 
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discontent with who he is (how he 
perceives himself).  Even his 
boasting, arrogance and seeming 
self confidence are cover ups. 
   So they used these large scratchy 
fig leaves to clothe themselves 
which, of course, was an 
uncomfortable reminder of their 
disobedience and new sin nature. 
   Next, was Adam and Eve‟s new 
perception of the Lord.  God, with 
Whom they once fellowshipped, was 
now feared.  This was because they 
believed Satan and perceived God 
as hard, resentful and repressive 
(like the man in the parable of the 
talents – see Mat 25:24,25).   
   But God did not and does not 
change (see Mal 3:6).  It was their 
perception of God that changed.  
Indeed, man has never since truly 
been able to recognize God for Who 
He is.  Fundamentally, man sees 
God, in character, as a ómanô ï 
loftier and grander than himself, but 
still imagining that the Lord 
perceives as he perceives, thinks as 
he thinks ï i.e. he continues to 
believe Satanôs lie.  And God 
addresses this many times in 
Scripture. (See Num 23:19; Isa 
55:8,9; Jer 29:11; Psa 50:21, etc.).  
It is a gross misperception. 
   The irony is that in order to bridge 
this perception gap, God did 
become a man ï Jesus Christ; and 
having spent three years with his 
disciples, was still not recognized by 
them (see John 14:8,9).  Not really, 
not until His atoning death and 
resurrection.  The guys who had 
followed Him for these years were 
arguing the day before His arrest 
and crucifixion who was going to be 
the greatest in the coming kingdom.  
They were shocked and amazed 

that very evening when Christ 
washed their feet as an example of 
Godôs will for them.  Genuine 
humble servanthood did not and 
does not equate with greatness in 
manôs perception even within the 
church at times. 
   You see, in the garden of Eden, 
fig leaves didnôt really do the job.  
They were like manôs efforts to 
cover himself by religious 
observances or keeping the Mosaic 
Law.  But mercifully and graciously, 
God gave them coverings of skin 
(see Gen 3:21).  And this revealed 
His heart for them ï it clearly implied 
an animal died, blood was shed, a 
sacrifice was made, a gift was given 
ï all to adequately cover man, to 
truly cover his shame. Prophetically, 
this clearly speaks of the unmerited 
gift of Christôs sacrificial death and 
the covering of our sins by His 
righteousness.   
   In the book of Revelation, Christ 
speaking to the last days Laodicean 
church says, ñBecause you say, „I 
am rich, have become wealthy, and 
have need of nothing‟ – and do not 
know that you are wretched, 
miserable, poor, blind, and naked 
(talk about a perception problem!) – 
I counsel you to buy from Me gold 
refined in the fire, that you may be 
rich, and white garments, that you 
may be clothed, that the shame of 
your nakedness may not be 
revealed.” (Rev 3:17, 18)  God 
wants to cover us. 
   Lastly, there was their new 
perception of paradise and planet 
earth.  Man was once a resident of 
paradise.  He woke up to it 
everyday.  His life was so peaceful, 
purposeful and productive ï we 
canôt conceive of it.  To picture it as 

two people frolicking in their Bôday 
suits amid a botanical wonderland is 
a cruel and hideous parody, a trivial 
and mean imagination.   
   God Himself had planted this 
garden ï it was a holy place where 
He fellowshipped with man.  
However, with his new perceiver, 
man was unfit to dwell there, so God 
moved him out and barred the 
entrance.  No longer could they see 
or perceive paradise and this world 
looked much, much different -- thus 
it is today.  The apostles Paul and 
John saw heaven but only by 
supernatural revelation.  
Fundamentally, man cannot see 
his true home.   
   And so, the problem of perception 
is the óperception problemô.  Satan 
lied: 
-   he said we wouldn‟t die but we 
die 
-   he said we would clearly perceive 
good and evil but we are blind, 
perceiving much in error, even good 
as evil and evil as good. 
-   he said God was holding back 
something good for us but God was 
protecting us.  He has not and will 
not hold back that which is good for 
His children (see Psa 84:11) 
   And we have believed him.  In 
fact, this enemy still lies to us 
everyday and there are times when 
we ótake the baitô ï right? 
   Soé can we óclear the fogô?  Can 
we fix the problem? Can we make 
our óperceiversô function as 
designed?é.No. 
   No?!? 
   President Kennedy once said that 
man has made his problems and 
man can fix them.  Well, he was 
dead wrong on the latter part.  But 
there is hopeélet me explain. 

   In the upper floors of one of the 
WTC towers was a very successful 
company.  The employees were well 
off and fully engrossed in the realm 
of financial fantasy.  Their view of 
the world was literally panoramic 
and their lives quite prosperous.  It 
would seem that they needed 
nothing, not even God. 
   But God knew differently, and 
Heôd planted among them one soul 
who was a continual Christian 
witness before them.  Until 
September 11

th
, they paid him little 

attention.  But then came the terrible 
catastrophe by which we all were 
stunned ï the jet that crashed into 
that tower hit it just below their 
offices and they all were trapped.  In 
a moment, every perspective on life 
changed for them. 
   And yet, there was this one guy 
among them whose perspective was 
basically unchanged and many of 
them came to him now, earnestly 
seeking help.  Just before the end, 
he was able to telephone his wife to 
say goodbye, and he reported that a 
large number of people, perhaps 
three quarters of the companyôs 
employees, had gotten saved and 
were raising their hands in prayer 
even as he spoke. 
   You see, the perspectives of 
Godôs witness didnôt need to change 
because they werenôt based upon 
what he saw before or after the 
catastrophe.  As a born-anew 
Christian, what he knew about 
himself, his Lord and Godôs promise 
of heaven was a matter of faith ï not 
sight. (See 2 Cor 5:7)  You could 
say that, as Christians, what we 
óknowô in our óknowerô is far more 
certain than what we perceive in our 
óperceiverô.  This kind of knowing is 



faith, childlike faith which is born out 
of our relationship with God and 
hearing His words.  
   You see, we canôt fix the 
perception problem but God can.  
Generally, He starts with how we 
perceive ourselves.  Often, He puts 
us in circumstances that can strip 
away the fig leaves.  Sometimes, we 
scramble to pick them back up or 
even to add more.  However, fig 
leaves will not do ï they must go.  
(And you know most of your fig 
leaves.) 
   That is, fig-uratively, we must bare 
all to God, give Him all our cover-
ups and our sins.  No one will ever 
perceive themselves correctly apart 
from this.  Now, as we do this, as 
we emerge from hiding amongst the 
trees so to speak, there is a shame 
of nakedness, a shame of 
insufficiency.  Itôs like the emperorôs 
new clothes ï in reality, apart from 
Godôs tailoring, we are naked --
shamefully so, and  when we finally 
see ourselves as such, we are 
positioned to receive Godôs 
covering. 
   No man could stitch this real 
covering together.  In fact, like 
Christôs earthly robe, it has no 
stitching.  Itôs a single work. Itôs a 
robe of righteousness or right-ness.  
Itôs a gift to you and me, yet like the 
animal skin given to Adam and Eve, 
it came at the expense of Oneôs life 
ï Christ died to clothe you.   
   And as you receive it, you begin to 
perceive God correctly ï to know 
Him relationally as gracious, loving, 
just and holy, merciful, longsuffering 
andé that Heôs ñfor youò. 
   And then thereôs your perception 
of home.  Clothed in heavenôs high-
fashion, you are no longer the 

worldly trend-setter you once were 
nor do you care to be.  You come to 
realize that where God places you, 
outside the ógardenô, is no picnic ï 
though youôre here on planet earth, 
itôs not your home and never will be.  
Your vision clears and you perceive 
this world as a pilgrim does, for you 
know that heaven is your eternal 
home.  (And while youôre here, 
thereôs divinely directed work to do!) 
   Now, hereôs something I find 
radically wonderful -- because we 
are created beings, we will never be 
able to perceive omnisciently ï in 
fact, one of the joys of heaven will 
be the eternal growth or bigness of 
our perceptions of these three 
things ï who we are in Christ, Who 
our Lord is and the incredible 
delightfulness of our heavenly 
home.  What an unspeakably grand 
eternity!   
   Now, if you‟re a „born-anew‟ 
believer, you probably have 
understood these things already and 
are looking forward with eagerness 
to the time when God fixes the fix 
we‟re in.   
   But if you‟re not sure of your 
eternal identity, relationship or 
home, listen to Christ‟s call – you 
see, you‟re potentially His bride – if 
you‟ll say yes to His proposal – a 
proposal He gave with bended knee 
on the cross of Calvary.  Make Him 
the Lord of your life, for He is very 
soon about to say, “I do.” by 
snatching us outta here and you 
DON‟T want to miss it!  He‟s going 
to take us home to a honeymoon 
that never ends. 
   It begins with a sincere prayer – 
say yes to the One Who loves you – 
Jesus our Christ.

   NICOSIA [MENL] -- For the first time 
since 1990, Iraq has warned that it could 
launch a missile attack against Israel if 
the United States attacks the regime of 
President Saddam Hussein.  
   "We always expect evil and 
aggression from the American 
administration," Iraqi Vice President 
Taha Yassin Ramadan told the Doha-
based A-Jazeera satellite television. 
"Our preparations are always in place. 
Any nation that has attacked has the 
right to defend itself by any means. This 
is a legimate right."

   RAMALLAH ï Palestinian Authority 
Chairman Yasser Arafat has appealed 
for martyrs in the war against Israel.

Strip as an example for the Palestinian 
people. Arafat said all Palestinians are 
martyrs.

   In addition, there is the prediction of a 
revival of a major world power arising out 
of the former Roman Empire and exerting 
a strong influence over Israel and in 
particular, Jerusalem. (Dan. 2)   The 
leader of this coalition, a charismatic man, 
will be the ultimate false Messiah and lead 
the world to oppose Christ‟s return.

   Israeli and Palestinian sources said a 
growing number of Palestinians regard 
Arafat as having ceded much of his 
authority to insurgency groups in the 
West Bank and Gaza Strip. The sources 
said Arafat routinely passes over his 
security commanders to deal directly 
with the heads of new militias.  
   "I don't see a smooth replacement or 
exchange of power," an Israeli defense 
official said. "Even the Palestinians are 
taking the same line. I tend to believe 
there will be some kind of struggle 
between various establishments, maybe 
a violent one, an active struggle.ò 
 
Egypt warns U.S. that Israeli 
offensive could spark regional war

   CAIRO ð Egypt has warned the 
United States that the Israeli military 
offensive against the Palestinian 
Authority could spread into a 
confrontation with the Arab world.

   Egyptian diplomats and government-
aligned analysts said President Hosni 

Mubarak has told Washington it will not 
tolerate the Israeli destruction of the 
regime of PA Chairman Yasser Arafat. 
The diplomats said Mubarak has 
repeatedly pledged to Arafat that the 
Egyptian president would preserve the

Iran's Rafsanjani suggests  nuclear 
attack on Israel

   One of Iranôs most influential ruling 
clerics called on the Muslim states to 
use nuclear weapon against Israel, 
assuring them that while such an attack 
would annihilate Israel, it would cost 
them "damages only".

Akbar Hashemi Rafsanjani failed to 
catch the attention of the western press 
but made waves  in the Middle East.  
   "If a day comes when the world of 
Islam is duly equipped with the arms 
Israel has in its possession, the strategy 
of colonialism would face a stalemate 
because application of an atomic bomb 
would not leave anything in Israel but 
the same thing would just produce 
damages in the Muslim world", Former 
Iranian President Akbar Hashemi 
Rafsanjani told the crowd at the 
traditional Friday prayers in Tehran.  
  
US Envoy Zinni Prepares Alternatives 
for Day after Palestinian Authorityôs 
Collapse 

   15 December:  The US truce envoy, 

Anthony Zinni, quickly understood that 
his chances of brokering a Palestinian-
Israeli ceasefire were nil as long as 
Palestinian leader Yasser Arafat refused 
to lift a finger against Palestinian 
terrorists. On the assumption that the 
Palestinian Authority was on the verge 
of collapse, Zinni was pressed into 
service to test the ground for 
Washingtonôs alternative scenario. 
   Egypt and Jordan will send their 
armies into Palestinian-ruled areas to 
take the place of a collapsed Arafat 
regime or a Palestinian Authority 
stripped of powers. The Jordanian army, 
including its intelligence arm, would re-
locate itself in the West Bank instead of 
the Palestinian security and intelligence 
services, while the Egyptian military 
would re-occupy the Gaza Strip. 
   This was the main subject of his talks 
Saturday, December 15, with King 
Abdullah II in Amman and President 
Hosni Mubarak in Cairo. After those 
talks, it was announced in Washington 
that Zinni had been recalled for 
consultations, during which he will no 
doubt submit his report on his talks with 
the two Arab leaders, as well as with the 
Israeli prime minister Ariel Sharon this 
week. The US envoy most certainly 
asked Abdullah and Mubarak to ready 
the necessary military force for a Middle 
East war that appears imminent. 
   The Jordanian king said he had two 

paratroop brigades of Jordan‟s rapid 
deployment force ready to go into the 
West Bank at short notice.  
 
Turkey braces for war, fortifies 
border with Iraq

   ANKARA ð Turkey has bolstered its 
border with Iraq to prepare for any U.S.-
led effort to topple the regime of 
President Saddam Hussein.

Report Warns Epidemic Continues in

Moscow, 28 November 2001 ï A new 
report released today, "AIDS Epidemic 
Update 2001", says the number of HIV 
infections in Eastern Europe is rising 
faster than anywhere else in the world. 
Reported figures are largely 
underestimated but even so, the latest 
figures reveal there were more than 
75,000 reported new infections in 
Russia by early November, a 15-fold 
increase in just three years.

   LONDON – A British fertility doctor 
has vowed to build a "designer baby" 
clinic even if authorities deny his 
application to perform a controversial 
embryo selection procedure.

Taranissi follows through on this plan 
without a license, he could lose his right 
to perform in-vitro fertilization and face 
criminal charges.

   Every person in the world would be 
fingerprinted and registered under a 
universal identification scheme to fight 
illegal immigration and people 
smuggling outlined at a United Nations 
meeting today. 
   The plan was put forward by Pascal 
Smet, the head of Belgium's 
independent asylum review board.  Mr 
Smet said the European Union was 

already considering a Europe-wide 
system, using either fingerprints or eye 
scanning technology, to identify citizens.   
   But he said the plan could be 
extended worldwide.  "There are no 
technical problems. It is only a question 
of will and investment," he said.  Mr 
Smet said the scheme would give 
people dignity by giving them an identity 
if their papers had been lost or 
destroyed.

   By DAVID STREITFELD -- A Florida 
company is poised to become the first to 
sell microchips designed to be 
implanted into human beings, an 
achievement that opens the door to new 
systems of medical monitoring and ID 
screening. 
   The company that did the test, Applied 
Digital Solutions of Palm Beach, said 
the specter of terrorism is shifting 
attitudes.  "The bottom line is, when 
people are trying to regain their peace of 
mind, they're more open to new 
approaches," said Keith Bolton, Applied 
Digital's chief technology officer. 
   The chips would need approval from 
the Food and Drug Administration, 
which Applied Digital said it expects to 
receive by midyear. The company said it 
already has secured permission from 
the Federal Communications 
Commission--necessary because the 
chips use radio frequencies. 
   Regulatory approval is not necessary 
overseas, however. Applied Digital 
expects to be selling chips in South 
America in about 90 days.   
   "As some people wring their hands 
about the invasion of privacy and civil 
liberty, a whole other generation is going 
to go, 'Cool! I've always wanted to 
embed technology in my body.' It's 
going to be fashioné  One sure sign 
that teenagers will love it is if it terrifies 
their parents," said one futurist.

A Trump and a Blink  
   Jesus said, ñIn my Fatherôs house 
are many mansions; if it were not 
so, I would have told you.  I go to 
prepare a place for you.  And if I go 
and prepare a place for you, I will 
come again and receive you to 
Myself; that where I am, there you 
may be also.ò (John 14:2,3) 
   Most generally, this return is 
understood to be Christôs coming for 
His bride, the church, in what we 
call the rapture.  It comes from 1 
Thes 4:17 where the word 
translated as ñcaught upò is 
ñharpazoò in the Greek and ñraptusò 
in the Latin. 
   Paul wrote that we should expect 
the dead in Christ to rise first at this 
time.  The spirits of our dear ones 
who have been with Jesus will be 
seen with their new eternal bodies 
reformed somehow from the 
substance of their former ï a 
metamorphosis -- bodies built for 
heaven!  No sin or sorrow; no more 
aches or pains; no more blurred 
vision or muffled sounds; no more 
shuffling in weakness or imbalance.  
Thereôll be perfect health, radiance 
and freedom. 
   And then, in a moment, in the 
blink of an eye (now go ahead and 
blink ï yep, that quickly!) we who 
are alive and watching, saved by 
faith in Jesus Christ, will be saved in 
fact by Jesus Christ.  We also will 
likewise be changed ï instantly.  
And weôll soar or be translated into 
His presence to join our great family 
in the clouds.  Then weôll go home 
to the place Heôs prepared for us. 
   This glorious event will be 
announced by the sound of the 
Trump of God and the voice of an 

archangel (1Thes 4:16).  Now, for 
those of you who have a hard time 
imagining this, donôt worry.  It has 
nothing to do with your imagination 
or mine.  God will do it. 
   I think we can, however, glean 
some helpful insight on it from the 
account in Exodus 19.  You see, the 
rapture trumpet is specifically the 
Trump of God and is also called the 
Last Trump (1 Thes 4:16 and 1 Cor 
15:52).  Unfortunately, some have 
confused this with the last trumpet 
of Revelation and thus are 
expecting to have to go through the 
tribulation before hearing it.  But that 
tribulation trumpet specifically 
belongs to an angel (Rev 8:2,6; 
11:15).  It is not the Trump of God. 
   So the one weôre waiting to hear is 
the ñlast trumpò and in order to 
understand where to find the first 
trump(et) we consider a similar 
description/adjective concerning 
Christ.  He is called in 1 Cor 15:45 
the ñlast Adamò.  Now, the ñfirst 
Adamò is obviously the first ñAdamò 
ï deep, huh?  Well, the same 
genius can be applied to the ñfirst 
trumpò. 
   The first ñtrumpò is sounded in 
Exodus 19 and it gives us some 
prophetic clues as it points forward 
to the last trumpet.  You see, after 
two months of wilderness 
wandering, fighting with the flesh 
(typified in Amalek), murmuring at 
Meribah (the well of bitterness), 
providential provisions of food and 
drink ï the host of Israel comes to 
Sinai, the wilderness mountain, and 
they camp before it. 
   Until that time, all the people knew 
about God was from what theyôd 
seen Him do ï theyôd witnessed the 
miraculous hand of God, but theyôd 



not heard the voice of God (see 
Romans 10:17).  Moses had always 
been the go-between.  Now, before 
the mount, God prepares the people 
for something shocking ï more so 
than any of the previous wilderness 
signs and wonders.   
   Moses spoke with God.  He was a 
man with a message and the people 
were submitted; they said, ñAll that 
the Lord has spoken, we will do.ò 
(although they didnôt)  Then, the 
Lord tells Moses that He Himself is 
going to appear ñin the thick cloudò 
and speak aloud so that from that 
time forward, the people will believe.  
Moses told this to the Jewish people 
and, as God instructed, prepared 
them for ñthe third day.ò (Ex 19:11) 
   God also commanded that the 
people were not to go up the 
mountain when this happened ï 
they werenôt even to touch it or 
theyôd be put to death.  He told 
them, however, that when they 
heard the trumpet, to approach the 
mountain. 
   Now, for two days, the people 
were sanctified (set apart) and they 
washed their clothes per the Lordôs 
instructions.  Moses seems to throw 
in that they should also be celibate.  
Then, on the morning of the third 
day, hereôs what happened: 
     ñéthere were thunderings and 
lightnings, and a thick cloud on the 
mountain; and the sound of the 
trumpet was very loud, so that all 
the people who were in the camp 
trembled.ò 
     ñé the blast of the trumpet 
sounded long and became louder 
and louderéand the Lord called 
Moses to the top of the mountain 
and Moses went up.ò 

   Iôll suggest for you Bible students 
that this is a wonderful prophetic 
picture of the church age and its 
culmination.  You see, for two 
prophetic days (2000 years ï see 2 
Pet 3:8) the Jewish people have 
been set apart, sanctified if you 
would.  The world has abhorred 
them ï theyôve been set apart from 
the Lord (for their rejection of 
Christ), from the land of Israel (for 
their rebellion against Rome) and 
from the óworldô (by anti-Semiticism). 
   But the trumpetôs going to sound!  
And as with the first trump, the Lord 
Jesus will appear in the clouds (both 
at the rapture and His Second 
Coming to earth - see Mat 26:64; 
Mk 14:62; 1 Thes 4:17; Rev 1:7).  
Itôs quite possible that in a manner 
similar to this first trumpet that the 
coming last trump, the trump of 
God, will also blast loud and long.  
Everyone in óthe campô will hear it 
and tremble.   
   And as the Lord did with Moses, I 
suspect that Christ will speak to us, 
saying, ñCome up here!ò (See Ex 
19:20; Rev 4:1; 1 Thes 4:16) and we 
will be gone ï up the mountain if 
you would.  And perhaps the Jewish 
people will witness this as they did 
before mount Sinai. 
   In any case, friends, it‟s coming.  Christ 

is indeed at the door; it will be soon.  Don‟t 

be dumbed-down by the world‟s continual 

„noise‟ or disappointed by the wait.  Don‟t 

be left in „the camp‟. You‟ll be taken out of 

harm‟s way if you‟ve “washed your 

clothes”.  This means that you‟ve accepted 

God‟s gracious gift of His Son‟s blood shed 

on the cross.  There, He paid the priced for 

all our sins.  It is always and only His 

blood that gives us „clean attire‟ (See Rev 

1:5; 7:14).  When the call comes, be ready 

– be ready for the Third Day.  If you‟ll rise 

to watch the dawn, you‟ll see that the Son 

is about to rise!   

   The Bible begins with God casting 
men out of a garden and ends with 
God welcoming them into a garden 
city.  The serpent who brings sin 
and suffering at the beginning is 
thrown into the lake of fire at the 
end.  Manôs tears in Genesis 3 are 
wiped away by God in Revelation 
21.  Paradise Lost becomes 
Paradise Regained.  More than that 
ï Paradise Magnified.   
   The unfolding drama of 
redemption is the greatest story 
ever told.  Jesus is the hero, who 
suffers terribly but is ultimately 
victorious.  We, too, are part of the 
story.  We are those who scorned 
then killed him.  But incredibly, in 
the greatest plot twist of all time, he 
chooses us as his bride.  How he 
prepares for us a home and a 
wedding banquet, and he promises 
to come back to get us, rescuing us 
from a hostile world and making all 
things right. 
   This is a tragic yet triumphant 
story of suffering and grace and 

hope, so heartbreaking and joyful 
that all other good stories are 
nothing but its shadows.  And it is a 
story that is absolutely true. 
   If we grasp this great story – or let 
it grasp us --  we will truly long to 
live now in light of eternity. 

   Living in light of eternity means 
being prepared for the day of your 
death.  ñMan is destined to die once, 
and after that to face judgment.ò 
(Heb 9:27) 
   In 2 Tim 4:6-8, Paul refers to his 
death with the Greek word 
analousis, meaning ñto loosen.ò  
Consider some of its common 
usages in that culture: 

- An ox being loosed from it 
yoke when it was finished 
pulling a cart. 

- Pulling up tent stakes, in 
preparation for a journey. 

- Untying a ship from dock, to 
let it sail away. 

- Unchaining a prisoner, 
freeing him from 
confinement and suffering 
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- Solving a problem ï when a   
difficult matter was finally          
resolved it was said to have 
been ñloosened.ò 

Each of these is a graphic picture of 
death for the Christian. 
   On the one hand, the Bible calls 
death ñthe last enemyò (1 Cor 
15:26).  On the other hand, for the 
person whose faith and actions 
have prepared him for it, death is a 
deliverer, casting off the burdens of 
a hostile world and ushering him 
into the world for which he was 
made.   
   Nineteenth century clergyman 
Henry Van Dyke wrote ï 
 

ñIôm standing on the seashore.  

A ship at my side spreads her 

white sails to the morning breeze 

and starts for the blue ocean.  

Sheôs an object of beauty and 

strength and I stand and watch 

her until, at length, she hangs like 

a speck of white cloud just where 

the sea and the sky come down to 

mingle with each other.  And then 

I hear someone at my side saying, 

ñThere, sheôs gone.ò 

   ñGone where?  Gone from my 

sight , that is all.  She is just as 

large in mast and hull and spar as 

she was when she left my side.  

And just as able to bear her load 

of living freight to the place of 

destination.  Her diminished size 

is in me, not in her.ò 

   ñAnd just at the moment when 

someone at my side says, ñThere, 

she is goneò there are other eyes 

watching her coming, and there 

are other voices ready to take up 

the glad shout, ñHere she 

comes!ò 
 
  And that for the Christian is dying.  
And heavenôs shores?  Consider 
C.S. Lewisô vision ï ñThe further up 
and the further in you go, the bigger 
everything gets.  The inside is larger 
than the outside.ò  
   The moment we die the meager 
flame of this life will appear, to those 
we leave behind, to be snuffed out.  
But at the same moment on the 
other side, it will rage to sudden and 
eternal intensity ï an intensity that 
will never dim, only grow. 
   On his deathbed, D. L. Moody 
said, ñSoon you will read in the 
newspaper that I am dead.  Donôt 
believe it for a moment.  I will be 
more alive than ever before.ò
